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What is a Rector’s Installation? 
 

Officially speaking the installation of a rector is a service that marks the official begin-
ning of a pastoral relationship.  The service is meant to communicate the deep relation-
ship between a new rector and congregation.  The ministry of Christ Church is shared 
by the bishop, the rector and members of the congregation in mutual and interdependent 
ways.  The structure of the service communicates the interrelationship of the different 
types of ministers in Christ’s Church.  The bishop, as chief pastor of the diocese, is the 
celebrant of the service.  The new rector assists the bishop.  After the sermon, members 
of the congregation make presentations of gifts to the new rector that display key feature 
of the common life of the parish.  For instance, the wardens of the church present the 
keys to the parish.  After this induction, the new rector prays this prayer before God. 
 

“O Lord my God, I am not worthy to have you come under my roof; yet 
you have called your servant to stand in your house, and to serve at your 
altar.  To you and to your service I devote myself, body, soul, and spirit.  
Fill my memory with the record of your mighty works; enlighten my 
understanding with the light of your Holy Spirit; and may all the desires 
of my heart and will center in what you would have me do.  Make me an 
instrument of your salvation for the people entrusted to my care, and 
grant that I may faithfully administer your holy Sacraments, and by my 
life and teaching set forth your true and living Word.  Be always with me 
in carrying out the duties of my ministry.  In prayer, quicken my devo-
tion; in praises, heighten my love and gratitude; in preaching, give me 
readiness of thought and expression; and grant that, by the clearness and 
brightness of your holy Word, all the world may be drawn into your 
blessed kingdom.  All this I ask for the sake of your Son our Savior Jesus 
Christ. Amen.” 
 

This is the key time when I declare before you and God my dedication to serve as your 
priest.  Note that the prayer does not assume that I have achieved some exceptional form 
of advanced spiritual enlightenment.  Instead I request that God increase my faith.  In 
the prayer I ask God to, “quicken my devotion…heighten my love…and give me readi-
ness of thought and expression.” 
 
You, as the members of the congregation have a central role in the service.  In the An-
glican marriage ceremony after the couple has spoken their vows, the Celebrant asks the 
congregation, “Will all of you witnessing these promises do all in your power to uphold 
these two persons in their marriage?”  The peoples’ response is, “We will.”   
Likewise, in the Anglican installation of a new rector the Bishop asks the congregation, 
“Will you who witness this new beginning support and uphold Adam in this ministry?”  
Your response is, “We will.”  This affirmation is your chance to commit yourself to our 
mutual ministry.  I am greatly anticipating our opportunity for us to make this mutual 
commitment.  The relationship between a rector and a congregation is one that can dis-
play faith in Jesus as lived in everyday life.   I pray that we will continually strive to 
make this so.

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Dear People of Christ Church, 

 

The changing of the color of the leaves tells us that we have entered fall and cold weather will be here soon.  
This year we are especially cognizant of the coming of winter because of widespread attention given to the 
H1N1 virus, also known as swine flu.  At Christ Church there are number of measures we have taken to re-
duce the risk of the transmission of germs.  There are a few other behaviors that if taken by all members will 
greatly reduce the likelihood of H1Ni, or other illnesses, from being transmitted at church.  H1N1 is typi-
cally spread by droplets that come from the nose and mouth when a person sneezes. These droplets stick to 
surfaces and can remain infectious for some time.   Therefore heeding the following guidelines will help re-
duce the risk of infection.  
 
Holy Communion: There are a number of actions taken by our altar guild and communion servers that re-
duces the likelihood of any germs being passed through the course of communion.  All communion vessels 
are carefully cleansed and servers are should be sure to wash their hands before assisting at the altar.  Intinc-
tion is the practice of dipping one’s communion wafer into the wine rather than sipping from the common 
cup.  While intinction may seem to be the healthier way of receiving Communion, it actually carries unnec-
essarily high levels of risk. Therefore I do not recommend intinction as method to avoid passing germs.  To 
receive one element of communion, i.e. taking only the bread, is to be a full participant in communion.  For 
a person who fears that he or she may be contagious, or for a person who fears contracting someone else’s 
germs, I recommend taking only the bread during communion.   
 
Sharing the Peace and other Greetings: We have worked hard in the Episcopal Church to help God’s 
“frozen chosen” be friendlier and more inviting to others, but when there is a significantly increased risk of 
infection, it is recommended that people refrain from physical expression of sharing the Peace [like hugging 
or handshaking].  If you think you might be ill, or you fear contracting germs, you can nod, wave, or bow to 
those close to you.  No one will complain if you bow to them and then let them know, “I think that I might 
be coming down with something.”   
 
When people are sick, they should stay home: This cannot be overstated. If you are sick, don’t go to 
church. Stay home and get well.  You can read Morning Prayer from your Prayer Book (BCP 1979, pages 
75-102) and know that many others in the world are praying those same prayers at the same time you are 
praying them.  I have been editing my Sunday sermons and sending them in an e-mail attachment to our par-
ish administrator, Rita Caserta.  You can send her an e-mail (ritacaserta@christchurchmedia.org) to get a 
copy of sermons that you missed.  Meanwhile, dear friends, trust in the Lord, be of good cheer and remem-
ber that God is with us—in all the seasons of our life.
